Fellowship – Committing ourselves to be in 
active, two-way relationships, with 
fellow Christian brothers and 
sisters, to challenge and build
each other up.

Communion – Intentionally gathering with 
fellow believers for the express 
purpose of remembering the 
suffering and death of our Lord 
as God’s means of bringing us 
the forgiveness of sins, through 
faith, while anticipating His 
second coming.

Prayer – Humbly acknowledging before God, 
through our petitions and requests, 
our complete dependence upon Him, 
our affirmation of his worth, and 
aligning our hearts with his divine 
purposes.
